Hysterosalpingogram (HSG) Instructions
On the day of your appointment, eat a light meal prior to having this test performed.  Do not have it done on an empty stomach.

Take two Advil or two Tylenol one hour before your appointment.

Register at the MRI registration desk.  The MRI building is located on Muckerman Drive on the far west side of the hospital complex, next to the new Heart Hospital/Emergency Room.  The sign in front will say MRI Imaging Center.  It’s a one story building with a blue awning.  You can see Hwy 270 from there.  Please park in their lot which is located across from the building.  It will be easier to find your way if you park there.  
The test will be performed by Dr. Witten in the Department of Radiology at the hospital.  After you register at the MRI Imaging Center, you will be taken to the Department of Radiology.  The hysterosalpingogram will take about 20 minutes.  There are no restrictions afterwards.  You may return to work.

It is not necessary to have a driver.  If you would like to have your husband with you, they will let him in the room while you are having the procedure done.  

We’ll obtain the pre-certification with your insurance company.
